The vestry held its retreat on March 11-12, 

2011.  We arrived at three goals that we 

wanted to work on and achieve by the end 

of the year.  They are: 

 

A. foster greater communication within 

the parish 

B. improve communication between St. 

George's and the community beyond by 

being able to tell about ourselves and 

why they should join us 

C. broaden leadership and leadership 

accountability within St. George's 

 

I write to you about the Goal C and what 

the vestry thinks might be a way to accom-

plish it.  Leadership development was a 

general concern expressed at the Mutual 

Ministry Review and vestry took up the 

call at our retreat. 

 

Previously, our ministry fairs and sign-ups 

have consisted of an array of ministries 

and volunteer opportunities with little if 

any cohesion of ministries.  During the re-

treat the vestry worked on breaking down 

the various ministries by category into nine 

(9) Ministry Teams.  They are Hospitality 

and Fellowship, Liturgy, Music and Arts, 

Outreach, Education, Spiritual Develop-

ment, Buildings and Grounds, Steward-

ship, and Evangelism and Communication. 

These teams would have a Team Leader 

who would help recruit and mentor minis-

try leaders and volunteers, help develop 

manuals/checklists/descriptions of minis-

tries, and report to vestry on Ministry 

Team issues/concerns. 

 

The vestry would take on Vestry Liaison 

responsibilities to include: recruitment of 

Team Leaders, check with Team Leaders 

and ministry volunteers to determine 

needs, concerns, and encourage proactive 

planning, keep vestry in touch with minis-

try needs on an ongoing basis, help coordi-

nate broader parish support for ministries  
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when needed, and ensure Team Leaders 

have what they need to fulfill their respon-

sibilities.  

 

On May 15 we will have a parish meeting 

to more fully explain this plan.  We hope 

you will attend and learn more about how 

we can broaden leadership at St. 

George's.  Meanwhile, we ask you to 

prayerfully consider taking on a leadership 

role either as a Team Leader or a Ministry 

Leader.  Broadening our leadership base 

will ensure continuity of ministries, shar-

ing of responsibilities, and future leaders 

for posterity.

Last fall, based on the advice of an arborist, the Ves-

try approved taking down another large tree in the 

cemetery.  At the time, concern was expressed about 

the loss of our tree canopy over the past decade.  To 

ensure that the cemetery retains its rustic charm into 

the future, and to steward our grounds in an ecologi-

cally sound way, a tree team has begun meeting to 

prepare for planting new trees.  The team includes 

Roy Peterson, Nell Sydavar, Margaret McHale and 

John Rebstock.  

 

At its March meeting, the Vestry approved the plant-

ing of up to 10 trees over the next 18 months.  One 

of Margaretôs co-workers from the state Department 

of Natural Resources met with Connie and some of 

the committee to offer advice on specific types of 

trees to plant.  We have also received advice from 

Joann Prosser and some horticultural experts she 

knows. 

 

The committee decided to break the planting into 

two phases, one this spring and then a second phase 

in the fall of 2012.  This makes the work more man-

ageable, especially the task of keeping the saplings 

watered during their first two summers, when they 

are most vulnerable. 

 

The first phase of planting will include five flower-

ing trees running in a staggered line about 20 feet 

from the wall of the church, from the narthex to Mil-

ler hall.  We hope to plant a combination of white 

fringetrees, purple redbuds, and serviceberry.  These 

trees are native to our area, and some of them will 

provide fruit for birds.  They also bloom at different 

points in the spring, maximizing the time we can en-

joy their show. 

 

The second phase will include several larger shade 

trees in the cemetery and near the parking lot.  We 

will also plant another flowering tree at the back of 

the cemetery near the existing tree line.  Decisions 

about specific types of trees for the second phase 

have not been made yet.
