During the summer, outreach activities at church seem to
slow down a bit, but already plans are underway for the
coming months.

As you shop during the next few weeks, watch for back-to-
school sales. We normally provide materials—like back-
packs, pencils, crayons, protractors, rulers, and notebooks—
for students in need at Gaywood Elementary School
This comes on top of supplies we were able to donate to the
school towards the end of last year, such as soap, gloves,
office supplies and a used computer. Mary Frances and
Keith Bruce recently joined Betty White in this ministry to
our community.

After shopping for school supplies, as you move toward the
grocery store continue with your generous contributions for
Mar t ha 0.

The contact person who helps distribute mate-
rial in Afghanistan will be there for three more months, and
the contact in Iraq has just returned to the U.S. With the
closure of Walter Reed, the person who had been mailing
our donations is no longer available, so Rosa has taken on
this job herself.

Joan Mationni has been shepherding the budding PFLAG
ministry at St. George’s. The goal of this program is to help

parents, friends and families of lesbians and gays
heal and stay together. St. George’s will host sup-
port groups for young people and adults that will
meet simultaneously. Joan reports that we have
four trained group leaders waiting for background
checks to be completed before the groups can
start meeting, and a list of 8-10 other St. Georgians
who’ve expressed an interest in going through the
group leader training. Another outreach ministry of
presence is our participation in the annual Capital
Pride parade This year we had a large contingent
in June that ironically won an award for best small
group (the category we had signed up under).
Many thanks to Michael Mangiapane, Rose Exum
and Carol Thomas for their organizing work. In
our colorful new t-shirts we looked festive and
upbeat. Lots of folks got a good-bye picture taken
with Bishop Chane, who rode with our parish this
year.

As we move into fall, watch for announcements
from our young people. St. George’s Kids for
Animal Welfarewas one of the hot spots at the
ministry fair, so there is much enthusiasm for this
work.
