Dear Friends,

With March comes the end of the season
of Epiphany and the beginning of the
season of Lent. Ash Wednesday is
Wednesday, March 9 (services detailed
inside) and that makes Easter forty days
later on April 24. These forty days are
meant to be a time of spiritual renewal,
as we prepare to walk with Jesus
through the last days of his life in Holy
Week.

So what might this spiritual renewal look
like?

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Views of Safe Haven by Michael Mangiapane and Gene Ferrick

Whatsoever you do to the least of my people,
that you do unto me.

St. Georges is a parish that has demonstrated that
when it is faced with a challenge, its members rise
up to the occasion, and with the recent taking on of
Safe Haven, we continued that reputation.

A number of years ago, St. Georges did participate in
similar programs to Safe Haven, though our involve-
ment had changed. In recent years, Good Samaritan
Lutheran Church just up the road from us had been
in charge of a full week of Safe Haven, and folks from
St. Georges would volunteer to help for a few nights
over at Good Samaritan. However, only a few core
folks were helping out, and it sometimes was a strug-
gle to find enough folks from St. Georges who could
take the time to help the less fortunate in Safe Ha-
ven.

Last summer, two participating churches decided to
drop out of Safe Haven, and so Safe Haven ap-
proached Joann Prosser about the possibility of St.
Georges taking on a full week. She presented the
request to the vestry, which brought on a debate.
Joann noted that St. Georges has the space to house
10-15 men, a kitchen, and enough potential volun-
teers to help out. The vestry thought that all of this
was a good idea, but there was still some hesitation
because it wasn't guaranteed we would have enough
volunteers or the energy to do it. Both sides knew
that it would take a great deal of coordination and
work to house the Safe Haven participants. Ulti-
mately the vestry decided to give Safe Haven a try
since we had time to plan for it and to hopefully be
able to talk it up to the parish.

Joann took on the task of meeting with the Safe Ha-
ven leaders and coordinated the volunteers for our
week. This took many shout-outs at church and innu-
merable phone calls. Connie+, the vestry, and the
rest of St. George's are grateful for her efforts as

each day required enough dinner, breakfast, and
lunch for the men and volunteers, as well as over-
night chaperones. Transportation was needed to
bring the men to the laundromat and to Good Sa-
maritan for showers. Our thanks go to Mark and
Melissa Steiner of Good Samaritan for taking the
time to transport the men during the week. There
was also the challenge of making sure a space was
set up for the men and that everyone would be safe
and secure during the evening, a task that was well
taken care of by Rosa Soliz and Gene Ferrick, among
many other parish members.

It wasn't just folks from St. Georges who were able
to get involved with Safe Haven. The local Boy Scout
and Girl Scout troops helped out with meals for the
men during the week. Main Street Catering made a
donation of food for at least one of the meals. To
kick things off on the first night, the band Eleven
Thirteen played a concert for the men. It was very
well received.

Ultimately the men themselves were warm, well fed,
and very grateful that St. Georges was a part of Safe
Haven this year. Everyone who participated,
whether they made and dropped off food to be
served to the men, stayed overnight to watch over
everyone, served the food to the men, or staffed the
front desk, all of them deserve our thanks and grati-
tude. We should especially thank Joann and Gene
for the hard work they put in to help coordinate this
event. Truly St. Georges showed that we do have
the energy and volunteers to take on a larger project
like Safe Haven and make it a success.
